In order to do this, we need to present clear and convincing arguments and back them 
up with facts and examples. 
 
When stating an opinion, we often use the following words and expressions to indicate our 
attitude: 
 

- personally                      in my opinion 
- undoubtely                     I think / believe / feel (that) 
- naturally                         it seems to me 
- obviously                       as I see it 
- of course                        I agree / disagree  
- in short                           as far as I’m concerned
